REGARDING THE POTENTATE'S APPOINTMENTS 
Each Potentate, when he is installed in office as Chief Executive Officer of a Temple of the Mystic Shrine, 

must make his own appointments including six officers of the Divan -First and Second Ceremonial Masters, 

Director, Marshal, Captain of the Guard and Outer Guard, other Divan Assistants as he may wish, plus Am-

bassadors and Aides. When a Potentate's term of office expires, all appointments made by him during his 

administration automatically terminate. 

The Potentate has the power and authority under Imperial Shrine Law to replace every appointee; or he 

may, if he believes it to be to the best interest of the Temple, retain some or all appointees by re-

appointment. 

Traditionally, Nobles of demonstrated ability in the 1
st
 or 2

nd
 Ceremonial Master position are continued in 

office or appointment by re-appointment, but this is at the will and pleasure of the incoming Potentate. If the 

Noble is to be re-appointed, the Potentate will notify him to that effect. In no case is he, or can he be, bound 

by his predecessor. By the same token, in no way can any Potentate bind his successor. 

In the event a Noble is not appointed for the ensuing year, he should deliver the insignia or emblem of 

office to the Recorder. Also, he should deliver the official fez carrying such lettering as "Divan" or any title or 

committee or staff designation to the Recorder, unless he is allowed by the Potentate to keep the official fez 

for sentimental reasons. This "gift" fez is not to be worn unless re-appointed in a subsequent year. If the 

"gift" fez is worn other than designated above, he does so in violation of the Imperial Code.
